Reconstruction of Rabindrabhawan at Purulia Town
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The Previous Rabindrabhawan was in dilapidated condition. There was problem of echo and the walls, ceiling, roofing were also damaged. Only repairing work would not convert it into a modern auditorium.

Quite a some time past, the district authority were in search of a suitable land for construction of a new auditorium. Land of  DLLRO, Mines & Minerals, Jubilee Ground and GEL Church Ground were some of the suitable sites. But due to long distance / owner’s objection / legal disputes these were not materialized.

In view of growing demands for a modern auditorium, at last the decision of Reconstruction of Rabindrabhawan after dismantling the existing one has been taken. The I & CA Department has also approved the same.
The new auditorium with a capacity of 850+ will be centrally air-conditioned, with a very big stage and provision of balcony, café stalls, projector operating space with proper acoustic system has been designed and got vetted by the Chief Engineer, MED with an estimated cost of Rs. 600 lakh.

At present M.P. Sitaram Uechuri has sanctioned Rs. 1 Crore, and it is expected that another 1 Crore will be available from him. ZP will also provide 0.50 Crore from Untied Fund. Proposal for balance funding has been submitted to Govt. of WB and GOI The work of dismantling is already been completed. 
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At present the work  of construction of the new auditorium is running in full swing. Already the structural work is nearly under completion.
